| SCHEDULE C BY-LAWS

T

Vehicles
1.1 The occupier of a lot must not, without the Body Corporate's written approval -

1.1.1  park a vehicle, or allow a vehicle to stand, on the Common Property; or

1.1.2  permit an invitee to park a vehicle, or allow a vehicle to stand, on the Common Property.
1.2 An approval under By-Law 1.1 must state the period for which it is given.
1.3 However, the Body Corporate may cancel the approval by giving 7 days written notice to the occupier.
Private Roads and Other Common Property. The private roadways, pathways, drives and other Common
Property and any easement giving access to the Scheme Land shall not be obstructed by any owner or the
tenants, guests, servants, employees, agents, children, invitees, licensees of an owner or any of them or used by
them for any purpose other than the reasonable ingress and egress to and from their respective lots or the
parking areas provided. An owner or occupier of a lot shall not:-

241 drive or permit to be driven any motor vehicle in excess of two (2) tonnes weight onto or over the
Common Properly any motor vehicles entitled by any statute and/or local authority ordinances;

22  permit any invitees' vehicles to be parked on the roadway forming part of the Common Property at any
fime;
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2.3 permit any boat, trailer, caravan, campervan or mobile home onto, over or through the Common Property.

3. Obstruction. An occupier shall not obstruct lawful use of Common Property by any person.

4, Damage to Lawns etc on Common Property
4.1 The occupier of a lot must not, without the Body Corporate's written approval:-

411 damage a lawn, garden, iree, shrub, plant or flower on the Common Property; or
4.1.2 use a part of the Common Property as a garden.
4.2 An approval under By-Law 4.1 must state the period for which it is given.
4.3 However, the Body Corporate may cancel the approval by giving 7 days written notice to the occupier.

5. Damage to Common Property and Body Corporate Assets. An owner or occupier of a lot shall not mark,
paint, drive nails or screws or the like into, or otherwise damage or deface, any structure that forms part of the
Common Property of a Body Corporate asset except with the consent in writing of the Committee but this by-law
does not prevent an owner or person authorised by him from installing=-

5.1 any locking or other safety device for protection of his lot against intruders;

5.2 any screen or other device to prevent entry of animals or insects upon his lot; or

5.3 any improvements aliowed under an exclusive use by-law;

provided that the locking or other safety device or, as the case may be, screen or other device is constructed in a
workmanlike manner, is maintained in a state of good and serviceable repair by the owner and does not detract
from the amenity of the Building. All doors and windows to the premises shall be securely fastened on all

occasions when the premises are left unoccupied and the Commitiee reserves the right to enter and fasten the
same if left insecurely fastened.

6. Depositing Rubbish etc, on Common Property. An owner or occupier of a lot shall not deposit or throw upon
the Common Property any rubbish, dirt, dust or other material likely to interfere with the peaceful enjoyment of the
owner or occupier of another lot or of any person lawfully using the Common Property.

7. Use of Recreation Facilities. In relation to the use of any swimming pool, spa, gymnasium, any barbeque
area, gazebo or games room and their adjacent areas on the Common Property ("the Recreation Facilities"), an
owner or accupier of a lot shall ensure:-

71 that his invitees and guests do not use the same or any of them unless he or another owner or occupier
accompanies them;

7.2 that children below the age of thirteen (13) years are not in or around the same unless accompanied by
an adult owner or occupier exercising effective control over them;

7.3 that alcoholic beverages are not taken to or consumed in or around the Recreation Facilities;

7.4 that glass containers or receptacles of any type are not taken to or allowed to remain in or around the
Recreation Facilities;

7.5 that he and his invitees shall exercise caution at all times and shalL not run or splash or behave in any
manner that is likely to interfere with the use and enjoyment of the Recreation Facililies by other persons;

76 that no use is made of the Recreation Facilities between the hours of 10:00 pm and 6:00 am;

7.7 that the owner or occupier and their invitees and guests are suitably aftired at all times; and
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7.8 that the owner or occupier and their invitees and guests obey any lawful direction given to them by the
Body Corporate or the Caretaker.

Maintenance of Recreational Facilities. An owner or occupier of a lot shall not without proper authority
operate, adjust or interfere with the operation of any equipment associated with the Recreation Facilities or add
any chemical or other substance to the same.

Instructions to Contractors etc. The occupiers shall not directly instruct any contractors or workmen employed
by the Body Corporate unless so authorised.

Garbage Disposal. An owner or occupier of a Lot shali:-

101 save where the Committee provides some other means of disposal of garbage, maintain within his lot, or
on such part of the Common Property as may be authorised by the committee, in clean and dry condition
and adequately covered, a receptacle for garbage (i.e. a bin);

10.2  comply with all local authority by-laws and ordinances relating to the disposal of garbage;

10.3 ensure that the health, hygiene and comfort of the owner or occupier or any other lot is not adversely
affected by his disposal of garbage;

104 use the recycle bins or receptacles (if any) that may be provided by the Body Corporate and/or the
relevant local authority and separate, where necessary, any garbage so that full use is made of such bins
or receptacles; and

105 comply with any reasonable directions issued by the Body Corporate in relation to the proper and
effective use of any garbage chute.

Appearance of Building and Signs. Subject to any by-law to the contrary, an owner or occupier of a lot shall
not, except with the consent in writing of the Committee, hang any washing, towel, bedding, clothing or other
article or display any sign, advertisement, placard, banner, pamphlet or like manner on any part of his lot in such
a way as 1o be visible from the Common Property, or any other lot,

Inflammable Liquids, Gases or Other Materials

121  An owner or occupier of a lot shall not bring to, do or keep anything in his lot which shall increase the rate
of fire insurance on any property on the Scheme Land or which may conflict with the laws and/or
regulations relating to fires or any insurance policy upon any property on the Scheme Land or the
regulations or ordinances of any Public Authority for the time being in force;

122  An owner of a lot shall not, except with the consent in writing of the Committee, use or store on his lot or
upon the Common Property any flammable chemical, liquid, or gas or other flammable material other
than chemicals, liquids, gases or other material used or intended to be used for domestic purposes (but
excluding gas barbecues), or such chemical, liquid gas or other material in a fuel tank of a motor vehicle
or internal combustion engine.

Keeping of Animals

131  The occupier of a lot must not, without the Body Corporate’s written approval -

13.1.1 bring or keep an animal on the lot or the Common Property; or
13.1.2 permit an invitee to bring or keep an animal on the lot or the Common Property.

13.2  The occupier must obtain the Body Corporate's written approval before bringing, or permitting an invitee
to bring, an animal on fo the lot or the Common Property.
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14, Auction Sales. An owner or occupier of a lot shall not permit any auction sale to be conducted or to take place
in his lot or upon the Scheme Land without the prior approval in writing of the Committee except that this by-law
shall not apply to the original owner.

15.  Right of Entry

151 An owner or occupier, upon receiving reasonable notice from the Committee, shall allow the Body
Corporate or any contractors, sub-contractors, workmen or other person authorised by it, the right of
access to his lot for the purpose of carrying out works or effecting repairs on mains, pipes, wires or
connections of any water, sewerage, drainage, gas, electricity, telephone or other system or service,
whether to his lot or to an adjoining lot or for any other purpose permitted under these by-laws, the
Building Management Statement, the Act or the Regulation Module.

152  If in the reasonable opinion of the Committee or the Caretaker there is a matter of sufficient emergency
no such aforesaid notice will be necessary. Such works or repairs shall be at the expense of the owner or
occupier of the lot in the case where the need for such works or repairs is due to any act or default of the
owner or occupier or their guests, servants or agents. Any entry pursuant to this by-law shall not
constitute trespass. The Committee or Caretaker in exercising the powers under this by-law shall ensure
that its servants, agents and employees cause as litle inconvenience to the owner or occupier of the lot
as is reasonable in the circumstances.

16. Noises

16.1  An owner or occupier of a lot, their guests, servants or agents shall not make or permit any noise likely to
interfere in any way with the peaceful enjoyment of other owners or occupiers of lots or of any person
lawfully using the Common Property. In particular, no owner or occupier of a lot shall hold or permit to be
held any social gathering in his lot which would cause any noise which unlawfully interferes with the
peace and quietness of any other owner or occupier of a lot, at any time of day or night and in particular

shall comply in all respects with the Environmental Protection Act 1994 and any noise policy, as
amended.

16.2  In the event of any unavoidable noise in a lot at any time, the owner or occupier thereof shall take all
practical means to minimise annoyance to other owners or occupiers of lots by closing all doors, windows
and curtains of his lot and also such further steps as may be within his power for the same purpose.

16.3  Guests leaving after 10:00 pm shall be requested by their hosts to leave quietly. Quietness also shall be
observed when an owner or occupier of a lot returns to the lot late at night or early morning hours.

16.4  An owner or occupier of a lot shall not operate or permit to be operated upon the Scheme Land any radio,
two way radio, short wave radio, transmitter, telecommunications device or electronic equipment so as to
interfere with any domestic appliance or apparatus (including a radio or television receiver) lawfully in use
upon the Common Property or in any other lot.

165 The volume of any radio, television or other sound equipment shall be kept as low as possible at all times
and shall not be operated in such a manner as to be audible to any other owner or occupier of a lot.

16.6  An owner or occupier of a lot shalt not permit any musical instrument to be practised or played upon or
any avoidable noise to be made in such manner as to be audible to any other owner or occupier of a lot.

17. User of Lots

17.1  Subject to any by-law to the contrary, an owner or occupier of a lot shall not use that lot or permit the
same to be used otherwise than as a residence or for accommodation, nor for any purpose that may
cause a nuisance or hazard or for any illegal or immoral purpose or for any other purpose that may
endanger the safety or good reputation of persons residing within the Scheme Land.

172  An owner of a lot shall be liable for any increase in the premium for reinstatement insurance effected by

the Body Corporate, which increase is attributable to the way in which the owner’s lot (or any associated
occupation authority area or exclusive use area) is used by the owner or any occupier.
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
